

General Information
1. This event will be run according to USA Cycling rules and regulations that were in place as of January 2010 in addition to information published in the communiqués. 


2. The principal officials for this event are David Fowkes (Chief Referee),Manfred Ray (Starter), Nikki Cypronowski (Chief Judge), Joy Stoyanova and Marzena Lukasiewicz (Race Secretaries).  Lukasz Dudka and Voytek Glinkowski are the Allvoi Cup Representatives.


3. All protests regarding race incidents or decisions must be delivered in writing to the Chief Referee within 15 minutes of the incident or decision, accompanied by a $10 Fee. The Race Jury for the event will be comprised of the following officials:  David Fowkes, Manfred Ray, Carl Wilkins.  


4. The City of Northbrook and Ed Rudolph Velodrome policies require that the rider must maintain hands on the handlebars while riding on the track surface.  1st offense will result in a warning.  2nd offense will result in the rider being asked to leave and the rider will be scratched from all further events.

5. The City of Northbrook and Ed Rudolph Velodrome policies require helmets to be worn at all times while you are riding your bike with the exception of rollers and stationary trainers.  1st offense will result in a warning.  2nd offense will result in the rider being asked to leave and the rider will be scratched from all further events.

6. Ed Ruloph Velodrome and USA Cycling policies forbid the use of foul or abusive language.  1st offense will result in a warning.  2nd offense will result in a disqualification.

7. NUMBERS MUST BE WORN ACCORDING TO THE TABLE BELOW, and may not be trimmed or folded. Riders presenting themselves at the line without proper numbers, with their numbers trimmed, or with their numbers folded may be subject to a fine up to $100.

*The one torso number must be worn (parallel to the side seam of the jersey, read left to right) on the right side for the photo finish and the judges. 

8. All competition heats will be published and announced. If you plan to scratch from an event you have entered, you must do so at least one hour in advance of the start of the event.  Failure to do so will result in a $10 fine.  All fines must be paid prior to the start of the rider’s next event or he/she will not be permitted to start.


9. Composition of team event (Team Sprint) must be confirmed with Joy no later than 2 hours prior to the scheduled start of the event. 


10. Riders may have only one coach on the track apron during any event. In mass start races, coaches must stay off the apron and remain on the infield or in the team area.


11. All infield personnel must wear credentials at all times.  All riders, coaches, mechanics and other infield pass holders are under the supervision of the officials and under the regulations of USAC.  Inappropriate conduct may result in loss of credentials and/or removal from the infield or facility. 


12. Holders will be used for timed events.  The start procedure is as follows: once both riders are set, a countdown clock will begin counting down 15 seconds until the start of the race.


13. 500 Meter and Kilometer Time Trials will be run with two riders on the track at a time.


14. Scratch Races will be conducted as follows:  Men’s Pro 1/2 heats, if necessary, will be 6 km (15 laps); the final will be 12 km (30 laps).  The Men’s category 3 heats, if necessary, will be 4 km (10 laps); the final will be 8 km (20 laps). The Women’s Open final will be 6 km (15 laps). The Men’s category 4/5 heats, if necessary, will be 3 km (7 laps); the final will be run 6 km (15 laps).

15. Pursuit Races will be conducted as follows:  Men’s Pro 1/2 distance 3K, Men Category 3,4,5, 2K and Women Open 2k.  The top four riders from the qualifying round will go directly to the final round, with 1 vs. 2, and 3 vs. 4.  All races will run with two riders on the track at a time.  In the final round, if one rider catches the other, the caught rider will be stopped and the winner will have the option of continuing on to set a qualifying time.

16. Sprints will be run over two laps; the 200 meter time trial will be run over 1 1/3 laps.  The top 8 riders from each category will qualify to the quarter finals.  The final places will be ranked based on 200 meter time trial qualifying times.

17. Keirin will be run over 5 laps 4 of which will be behind the pacer.  12 riders from the Men’s Pro 1/2, Men’s Category 3, and Women’s Open will qualify using a 200 meter time trial.  Qualification rounds will be run with no more then 9 riders at a time and send an equal number of riders from each round to the final not to exceed 6 riders. 
18. Points Race will be conducted as follows:  If needed qualification heats will be held to qualify riders to the final.  Men’s Pro 1/2 will be 10 km (25 laps); the final will be 19 km (50 laps).  The Men’s Category 3 heats, if necessary, will be 6 km (15 laps); the final will be 12 km (30 laps). The Women’s Open final will be 8 km (20 laps). The Men’s Category 4/5 heats, if necessary, will be 4 km (10 laps); the final will be run 8 km (20 laps).  Sprints for points will be held every 10 laps for the Men’s Pro 1/2 and every 5 laps for the Men’s Category 3, Women’s Open, and Men’s Category4/5.  The first four riders will receive 5,3,2,1 points.  Any rider who gains a lap on the main field will receive 20 points.  Any rider losing a lap to the main field will lose 20 points.

19. Chariot this is a one lap race where each rider starts from the start/finish line by a holder. Heats if needed will be seeded by 200 meter times.  Heats will advance 6 riders into the finals.
20. Omnium tie on total points will be broken in favor of the rider who has the most first place finishes or, if still tied, the most second place finishes, etc., or if still tied; the highest placing in the last race, or the race nearest the last race of the omnium in which at least one of the tied riders placed.
